Verbs in the plain form do not end in ~% 9. For example, the verb &7 is &% in the plain form.

The present plain form is also called the dictionary form. You will not find R 9 in a dictionary,
you will find &%. Learning the dictionary form of verbs is very important for your Japanese study.

You will learn more about how to make the plain form or dictionary form of verbs in Chapter 8
(pages 130-1).

When asking questions in casual conversation, use the plain form followed by @, and use a rising
intonation. The ™ at the end of a question acts in the same way as %" in the polite form.

When answering, you can also add @ at the end to add emphasis to your answer, but this time without a
rising intonation.
