Student preparation
Students should be adequately prepared with regards to all relevant key knowledge and key skills dot points before sitting the task. Teachers should read through SAC tasks prior to students completing the task to ensure all relevant content has been addressed.
As well as having an understanding of key knowledge points and the ability to carry out the key skills, students should be able to explain or define all words within the dot points. 
When presented with data, the data should be used at some stage in the related answers. This shows a greater level of understanding of data as opposed to making generalised comments. 
If a question asks for similarities or differences between countries, students should make reference to both groups in their answer. 
Students should be aware of the difference between health status and factors affecting health status. If a question is about health status, students should link their answer back to a health status indicator or a particular condition. For example, lack of access to safe water is a factor, not an aspect of health status. 
When students are asked to link to health and wellbeing, the dimensions (physical, social, emotional, mental and / or spiritual) should form the basis of the response. 
If students are asked to link to health and wellbeing and human development, they must link to both concepts. 
Time
This SAC has been developed to be completed in a 30 minute timeframe. Teachers may want to add reading time to simulate the end-of-year examination. 
Materials
Students only require a pen to complete this task. 
Conditions
This task should be completed under test conditions. It has been written to reflect the end-of-year examination and provides valuable practice for the skills required to succeed in the examination.

Answer Guide
Please note that these answers are a guide only and do not represent every possible correct answer. 

1. a. Students receive one mark for identifying ‘2030’. 

b. Students receive one mark for each rationale they identify for a total of two marks. Note that no discussion is required for these answers. Answers worth one mark are: 

· The Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) finished in 2015 and new goals were required to take their place. 
· New global challenges had emerged that needed to be considered, such as climate change.

c. Students receive two marks for briefly explaining what the objective relates to in terms of the SDGs. Some mention should be made of a specific target or focus of the SDGs (such as poverty, clean water, education etc). Answers worth two marks include: 

· This objective relates to providing support for those who do not have the same opportunities as others so they can overcome poverty and access resources such as education and safe water. Many people are persecuted around the world and do not have an opportunity to lead a happy and heathy life. 
· This objective relates to the fact that millions of people around the world face persecution due to factors such as sex, religion and race, decreasing their ability to earn an income, participate in the life of the community and lead a healthy life. This objective means that these groups will be the focus of many aspects of the SDGs so they can enjoy the same quality of life as those who are more fortunate. 

d. Students receive one mark for identifying the objective, a second mark for describing it and a third mark for explaining why it is important for a total of three marks. Answers worth three marks include: 

· End extreme poverty – this relates to ensuring that no one lives on less than US $1.90 per day. Hundreds of millions of people live in extreme poverty which means that they struggle to afford basic resources such as food and clean water, contributing to a high number of preventable deaths. 
· Address climate change – this relates to preventing changes in climate that contribute to issues such as changing weather patterns. All living things rely on the environment for basic resources and climate change has the potential to destroy these resources. 

2. a. Students receive two marks for discussing how addressing communicable diseases can assist in addressing SDG 1 ‘No poverty’. Note that answers must link to a specific aspect of SDG 1 to be eligible for full marks. Answers worth two marks include: 

· Addressing conditions such as malaria can mean that fewer children get sick. If children are in better health, they are more likely to attend school which contributes to higher levels of education. Higher levels of education can mean that the population can be more productive which can contribute to higher taxation revenue and a greater ability for governments to implement social protection systems such as social security payments. 
· Addressing communicable diseases will mean that fewer experience symptoms of these conditions. As a result, more adults can attend work and earn an income which can eradicate extreme poverty globally.  



b. Students receive one mark for making reference to a sector working towards SDG 5 and another mark for linking its work to the reduction of communicable diseases for a total of two marks. Answers worth two marks include: 

· The government sector is working towards reducing violence and sexual exploitation among females. This can mean that females are not forced into sex work which can reduce their exposure to sexually transmissible infections such as HIV.
· The health sector is working to provide reproductive health care for all women which can increase access to contraception such as condoms. The use of condoms is effective in reducing the risk of HIV transmission. 

3. a. One mark is awarded for ‘Quality education’. If students only provide the number of the goal (i.e. SDG 4) no mark should be awarded. 

b. Students receive two marks each for linking an aspect of SDG 4 to an aspect of SDG 3 and an aspect of human development for a total of four marks. If students provide an incorrect answer for part a., marks can still be awarded for part b, provided they make links between education and SDG 3 and / or human development. Students can use the same feature of SDG 4 provided their discussion and link to SDG 3 and the aspect of human development are not the same. Answers worth two marks include: 

· If all children can access free, equitable education, they are more likely to understand health promotion messages such as those relating to the dangers of smoking. This can assist in reducing the prevalence of non-communicable diseases such as cancer, which is a focus of SDG 3. 
· With adequate literacy and numeracy skills, people are more likely to gain paid employment. This can mean that governments receive more taxation revenue which can mean that more money can be directed towards providing universal health coverage. 
· If all adults have adequate numeracy and literacy skills, they are more likely to be empowered in terms of being able to earn their own money and make decisions for themselves. This means that more people worldwide, will be able to participate in the decisions that affect their lives such as what job they do and where they live. 
· Free secondary schooling for all children means that more people around the world will be able to expand their capabilities in relation to work-related skills and knowledge. This will also work to expand the choices people have globally, in terms of the jobs they undertake. 

4. a. Students receive one mark for correctly identifying ‘Promoting healthier populations’ or ‘Achieving universal health coverage’. Note that the wording does not have to be exact, but should reflect the same concept. Answers worth two marks include: 

· Promoting healthier populations is evident as it focusses on achieving the targets within SDG 3. These include reducing the impact of non-communicable diseases such as cancer, diabetes and heart disease.
· Promoting healthier populations relates to 1 billion more people experiencing better health and wellbeing. As 70% of deaths are caused by non-communicable diseases, improvements to physical health and wellbeing can be achieved by targeting these conditions. 
· Promoting healthier populations includes a specific focus on non-communicable diseases which is the issue being targeted in the case study. 
· Achieving universal health coverage is reflected because the WHO has shifted its focus to promote regular health checks. In order for this to happen, all people need to be able to access health services. 




b. Students receive up to two marks for stating each way the WHO works towards addressing non-communicable diseases for a total of four marks. Note that students must include enough detail and link specifically to non-communicable diseases to be eligible for full marks. Answers worth two marks include: 

· The WHO develops policies such as the Global Framework Convention on Tobacco Control. This assists countries in implementing strategies to reduce tobacco use such as advertising bans. This can assist in reducing the incidence of conditions such as cardiovascular disease and cancer. 
· The WHO sets norms and standards in relation to research that is carried out. This can assist in speeding up the work that is being done to find new treatments for conditions such as cancer. 
· The WHO developed the Essential Medicine List that provides a guide for countries in terms of the medicines that should be made available to its citizens. This can reduce the impact of cardiovascular disease by providing blood pressure medication. 
· The WHO provides technical support such as the training of health workers. This means that more people can access health services to get access to medicines. This can improve  non-communicable diseases such as diabetes. 
· The WHO monitors trends in relation to conditions such as obesity. This allows increases to be identified and interventions put in place to reduce the risk of associated conditions such as cardiovascular disease. 
· The WHO provides advice to governments relating to issues like healthy eating, such as reducing tax on fresh produce. If this assists people in consuming more fruit and vegetables, their risk of non-communicable diseases such as colorectal cancer decreases. 

c. Students receive one mark for correctly identifying a WHO priority (besides the one they used for part a.) and another mark for briefly explaining what it relates to.  Examples worth two marks include: 

· Achieving universal health coverage means that all people can access the health services they need, when they need them, regardless of where they live or their ability to pay.
· Addressing health emergencies relates to reducing the risk and impact of risks to health such as the outbreak of infectious diseases. 
· Promoting healthier populations relates to addressing the targets identified in SDG 3 such as ending epidemics of infectious diseases such as HIV. 
· Addressing health emergencies relates to reducing the risk and impact of risks to health such as the outbreak of infectious diseases. 
· Promoting healthier populations relates to addressing the targets identified in SDG 3 such as ending epidemics of infectious diseases such as tuberculosis.
